
Make a Spiralling Snowflake
With Robogals Aberdeen



During these winter months, you may be lucky 
enough to see snow softly falling from the sky!
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Snowflake together!

As the snowflakes fall to the ground, they 
spiral and twirl through the air.

But why do they do this?



How to make a Spiralling Snowflake

Materials:
ÅA4 Sheet of Paper

ÅRuler

ÅColouring Pencils

ÅScissors

ÅPaperclips

Instructions
Print out the template on the last page or watch the 
video to make your snowflake:

1. Take your A4 piece of 
paper and cut it into 3 

equal parts

2. Take 1 part and fold it 
into quarters



3. Measure 2cm above and 
below the middle fold and 

draw 2 horizontal lines

4. Measure 3cm from the 
sides and draw 2 vertical 

lines

2cm

2cm 3cm 3cm

5. Draw a vertical line 
to the top of the page

6. Cut along the 3 
black lines



7. Fold the bottom 
sections inwards

8. Fold the top sections in 
opposite directions to 

each other
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it spiral to the ground. 

Make sure to stand on your tip toes to drop it from as 
high as possible!

9. Decorate! You can now decorate 
your snowflake using colouring

Why does it fall?

A force can be a push or a pull

Why Does it Spin?
As the Spiralling Snowflake falls it spins in the air.

What force is slowing the snowflake down?

This force pushes up against the wings of the Spiralling 
Snowflake and makes it spin!

What force pulls us back to Earth?

This force also pulls our Spiralling Snowflakes down to the 
ground!

Our Snowflake falls to the ground because it 
experiences a force.



Experiment Time!

Which direction does your Snowflake spin? 
(Clockwise or Anticlockwise)

What happens when you fold your blades in the 
other direction? Which direction does it spin now?
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Attach 1 paperclip to the bottom of the snowflake. 

Does it fall differently?

What happens when you add LOTS of paper clips?

Try making snowflakes of different sizes and 
watching them spiral to the ground!
